Maths:

Fractions, Decimals, Percentages are very
important in 6™ class. These topics integrate
with all other topics- money, length, weight etc.
Problem solving becomes more complex in 6
class. We encourage children to practice them
as much as possible.

We try to make the learning of Gaeilge as fun

and as interactive as possible in 6th Class
through art, poetry, games, conversation and
writing. We encourage the informal use of
Gaeilge as much as possible in the classroom
and at home in order to improve children’s
confidence and fluency with our national
language.

We are using a new Irish scheme in SNU. The
books are part of book rental. The children
have dictionary copies for Irish where they
record key words and phrases.

The children learn a verb each week. They need
to learn the Aimsir Caite, Aimsir Laithreach and
Aimsir Fhaistineach.
